Minutes of the Meeting of the AGM held on 3 October 2010
The Minutes were agreed as a true record – proposed by Michael Cunningham and seconded by Julia Harris. There were no matters arising from the minutes.

Trustees Report for the period 01/04/09 to 21/0310
Copies of the Report were circulated.   The Chair reported on the activities of the Forum during the year.   Following the debates on developing and supporting the arts in a rural area which had formed the background to the Border Crossings Conference in the spring, the Forum had obtained grant funding for Broadening the Base, a project to expand the membership of the Forum and to encourage artists to form cluster groups for mutual interaction and support.  The Board had continued to have active input into various strategic initiatives within the County.  Planning for the 2011 Powys Arts Month was started.
The Report was formally adopted by all present, proposed by Rebecca Buck and seconded by Michael Cunningham.

Financial Statements for the year 01/04/10 to 31/03/11
The accounts had been prepared on an income and expenditure basis.  Although the figures remained below the level at which an auditor’s report was statutory, as a matter of good practice the accounts had been passed to an independent chartered accountant for inspection.    The Forum continued to operate on a secure financial footing with a reserves policy, as agreed by Board, of £2,000.
The Financial Statement was formally adopted by all present, proposed by Blue McAskill and seconded by Julia Harris.

Election of Trustees.

The Chair explained that those elected acted both as Directors of the Company and Trustees of the Charity.   Each year a third of the Trustees were required to stand down but were eligible for re-election.   This year both Ginny Graham and Hazel James had resigned.  The remaining trustees, Philip Freeman, Mary Elster, Blue McAskill and Hilary Roberts were eligible and willing to stand for re-election.   It was agreed by the meeting that these Trustees be re-elected.   Nominations to the Board had been received for Sheree Murphy and Jo Munton.    It was proposed by Ginny Graham and seconded by Blue McAskill they both nominees  be elected.   This was agreed by the meeting.

The Chair further announced that recently two further members had declared their willingness to act as Trustees.  These nominations had been received outside the statutory notice period for consideration at the AGM but the Constitution allowed for them to be considered at a meeting of the Board, with the provision that those elected in this manner should stand down and apply for re-election at the next AGM.
Ginny Graham was thanked by the meeting for her invaluable contribution to the Forum during her work as Chair for the past eight years.
